Labor announces pre-election funding commitments for Packer and 
Murrumbeena Parks 

   

 
The Labor Party has confirmed two more pre-election funding commitments towards upgrades for Packer Park and 
Murrumbeena Park if they are elected to Federal Government this May. 

 
$1.53 million will be allocated to build a new club and change rooms at the Packer Park Velodrome and $416,000 will 
be invested towards a new LED lighting system at Murrumbeena Park.

Dr Michelle Ananda-Rajah and said the new upgrades will allow for better usage of the sportsgrounds.
