Who is the planning authority?

This amendment has been prepared by the Glen Eira City Council, which is the planning authority for this amendment.

The amendment has been made at the request of Glen Eira City Council.
Land affected by the Amendment

The amendment applies to 15 individual heritage places, 9 heritage precincts and 1 precinct extension in Bentleigh and Carnegie. The places are described in the tables below. 
A mapping reference is attached at Attachment 2 to this Explanatory Report. 
What the amendment does

The Amendment proposes to implement the recommendations of the 
· Glen Eira Heritage Review of Bentleigh and Carnegie Structure Plan Areas (Residential) 2019 Stage 2 Report prepared by RBA Architects and Conservation Consultants Pty Ltd.

· Glen Eira Heritage Review of Bentleigh and Carnegie Structure Plan Areas (Commercial) 2018 Stage 2 Report prepared by RBA Architects and Conservation Consultants Pty Ltd. 
· Former Methodist Church, 254 Neerim Road and 1A Toolambool Road, Carnegie reviewed and prepared by Heritage Alliance (2019).

The detailed changes to the Glen Eira Planning Scheme proposed by Amendment C190 are outlined in Attachment 1. 
In summary, the Amendment proposes to: 

1. Amend the Municipal Strategic Statement at Clause 21.10 (Heritage) to remove unnecessary references to documents that are noted in Clause 22.01 (Heritage Policy).
2. Amend Clause 22.01 Heritage Policy to remove to the outdated Statement of Significance and list of contributory properties for HO69 Bentleigh and Environs Heritage Area and to remove unnecessary references to different heritage reviews.
3. Amend the Schedule to Clause 43.01 (Heritage Overlay) and Planning Scheme Maps 2HO and 3HO to apply the Heritage Overlay to the following new precincts:

Strategic assessment of the Amendment 
Why is the Amendment required?

Council engaged heritage consultants RBA to prepare the Glen Eira Heritage Review of Bentleigh and Carnegie Structure Plan Areas (Residential) 2019 Stage 2 Report, and the Glen Eira Heritage Review of Bentleigh and Carnegie Structure Plan Areas (Commercial) 2018 Stage 2 Report. In addition, Heritage Alliance reviewed and prepared a Citation for the Former Methodist Church at 254 Neerim Road/ 1A Toolambool Road Carnegie. 
The Glen Eira Heritage Review of Bentleigh and Carnegie Structure Plan Areas (Commercial) 2018 Stage 2 Report was adopted by Council on 18 December 2018 and was initially proposed to be implemented as part of Amendment C184 – the proposed Amendment that implements the Bentleigh and Carnegie Structure Plans.  
RBA Architects and Conservation Consultants were appointed to undertake a full review of the Bentleigh and Carnegie study areas (both residential and commercial), however given the lengthy timeframes of this work, the heritage assessment of the commercial areas was prioritised to be incorporated in the former stage. This Amendment extracts the heritage component of the C184 Amendment and merges it into this Amendment C190, to enable a holistic assessment of the identified heritage for both Bentleigh and Carnegie. 
The Glen Eira Heritage Review of Bentleigh and Carnegie Structure Plan Areas (Residential) 2019 Stage 2 Report was adopted by Council on 13 August 2019. This report recommends individual heritage places, heritage precincts and extensions to heritage precincts. Additionally, on the 13 August 2019 Meeting, Council adopted the Citation for the Former Methodist Church at 254 Neerim Road/ 1A Toolambool Road Carnegie, by Heritage Alliance. This revises the existing Heritage Overlay that applies to this site. Furthermore, on April 2019, Council adopted a revision to the Bentleigh Commercial Heritage Precinct. 
The significance of the precincts and individual properties was assessed against the standard criteria contained in Practice Note 01 Applying the Heritage Overlay (August 2018) and are considered to meet the requirements and threshold for local protection through the Heritage Overlay. Consequently, Amendment C190 is required to implement the findings of these studies by including the new heritage places into the Heritage Overlay. 

The Heritage Overlay is the appropriate planning mechanism to protect the heritage values of the precincts and individual properties as the Heritage Overlay requires a permit to be granted for building and works, including demolition, that could affect the significance of these precincts and individual properties.
In precincts that currently have a Neighbourhood Character Overlay, but where a Heritage Overlay is being applied, the Amendment proposes to remove the Neighbourhood Character Overlay in order to achieve a heritage conservation objective as opposed to a neighbourhood character objective. In addition, the Heritage Overlay will take the place of the Design and Development Overlay to control fences in these precincts.  
How does the Amendment implement the objectives of planning in Victoria?
To conserve and enhance those buildings, areas or other places which are of scientific, aesthetic, architectural or historical interest, or otherwise of special cultural value. 

The Amendment implements provisions that support the protection of heritage values in both the residential and commercial areas of the Bentleigh and Carnegie Activity Centres, through the application of the heritage overlay for designated locations that respect and celebrate heritage.  

The Amendment seeks to apply the Heritage Overlay to newly identified heritage places within the commercial areas and amend the provisions as they relate to three existing places.
How does the Amendment address any environmental, social and economic effects?

The Amendment is expected to have positive environmental effects by protecting properties identified as having heritage significance in Glen Eira. The Amendment is also expected to have positive social effects by ensuring development responds to the heritage significance, so it can be appreciated by future generations. There are potential economic impacts to property owners as a result of this Amendment, however there will be no economic impact to the wider area. A net community benefit will result from this Amendment.
Does the Amendment address relevant bushfire risk?
The land is not within a designated bushfire prone area, subject to a Bushfire Management Overlay or proposed to be used or developed in a manner that may create a bushfire hazard.
Does the Amendment comply with the requirements of any Minister’s Direction applicable to the amendment?

The amendment is consistent with the Ministerial Direction on the form and content of Planning Schemes as identified at Section 7 (5) of the Planning and Environment Act 1987.
