Considering the high council rates we contribute, we believe this adjustment is a 
reasonable and necessary improvement. Additionally, no other gyms in the area 
have such limited hours, making this change consistent with community 
expectations.

A joint letter/petition containing 45 signatures was submitted to the Council Meeting. 

The petition reads as follows: 

This petition draws to the attention of the Council regarding cost dispute between 
the City of Glen Eira and South East Water (SEW) as to liability for under-road 
water infrastructure in Coorigil Road, Carnegie. 

We the undersigned residents request that Council to resolve the long outstanding 
dispute as to liability for under-road water infrastructure in Coorigil Road, Carnegie.  
We respectfully request that Council continue its promise to Ratepayers and include 
the remaining east end of Coorigil Road (Murrumbeena Road end) be included in 
the 2025-26 Capital Works - Road Reconstruction Program. 

Over many years, Ratepayers have had to pay for frequent road re-surfacing which 
has only served to alter the road’s camber, making access to driveways difficult and 
unsafe.  

Not only is the road surface unsafe for cyclists, pedestrians and other road users, it 
is unsightly and an embarrassment for the community.     

Every time cosmetic repairs are made to the road, it is usually patchwork, and the 
two-way traffic of the 625 buses which travel up and down the street at 30-minute 
intervals, create ruts in the newly surfaced tar, contributing to the need to constantly 
fill dangerous and unsightly potholes.  

While we appreciate that the Council has attempted to resolve by resurfacing the 
road yet again (March 2025), this is only a temporary fix. The last time this was 
done was only two years ago (March 2023) and shortly thereafter, road works had 
to be done again due to burst underground water pipes and sub road infrastructure 
damage. South East Water advised that cost sharing was the issue with Glen Eira 
Council and this has been ongoing and unresolved.   

In this submission, we have included photos of the number of driveways on Coorigil 
Road (east end) affected by the numerous layers of asphalt over the past two 
years. The damage and scrapes evident in our driveways (and our cars) due to the 
raised asphalt beds. 

Council has previously identified this as a significant issue yet only repaired the 
road surface for west end of Coorigil Road (Koornang Road end).

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
On 31 January 2025, Council was notified by the Department of Transport and Planning 
(DTP) of a combined planning scheme amendment and planning application through the 
Development Facilitation Program pathway for the development of land adjacent to 
Murrumbeena Railway Station on Neerim Road.  The application was made under Clause 
53.23 (Significant Residential Development with Affordable Housing) of the Glen Eira 
Planning Scheme.  The application was lodged under Category 2 of Clause 53.23 as it is a 
partnership with the Level Crossing Removal Project (LXRP) and includes affordable 
housing. This pathway was created by the State Government as part of the Victorian 
Housing Statement and planning reforms announced in late 2023.  
 
The public exhibition period included formal notice being given to Council along with affected 
landowners or occupiers and informal notice to the broader community through the Engage 
Victoria website for a period of 30 days.  
 
The Minister for Planning (the Minister) is the Planning Authority for this application and will 
be responsible for determining it, or DTP will be under delegation from the Minister, not 
Council.  
 
The Minister can consider any submissions, however there are no review rights in this 
process (i.e. neither Council or objectors can lodge a review at the Victorian Civil and 
Administrative Tribunal). 
 
The proposal is for the construction of an eight storey building above two basement levels. It 
contains: 
 

• 110 apartments (with an affordable housing component which will be delivered through 
a Section 173 Agreement) 

• 1293 square metres of commercial floor space including shops, an 800 square metre 
supermarket and two arcades. 

• 86 car spaces and 128 bicycle spaces (for residents, residential visitors and 
commuters) with access from Neerim Road. 

• An undercroft plaza located at the western end. 

• Landscaping in the plaza, at ground level and level one, and within communal spaces 
on Levels five and seven. Creeping climbing plants are also proposed for the southern 
façade of the building. 

 
Due to the short timeframes available to make a submission, Council’s submission 
(Attachment 1) was filed with the DTP on 28 February 2025.  
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This Council report provides a brief overview of the application, description of the proposal, 
explains the planning application process and outlines the process undertaken by Council 
Planning Officers in preparing Council’s Submission as part of the public exhibition process.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL 
 
A copy of the application plans are included in Attachment 2. The proposal broadly includes 
the following elements: 
 

• Construction of an eight storey building above two basement levels. 

• Provision of 110 apartments and 1293 square metres of commercial floor space 
including shops, an 800 square metre supermarket and two arcades. 

• Provision of 86 car spaces. This is 90 less than the statutory amount required.  

• Provision of two motorbike spaces.  

• Provision of 128 bicycle spaces (for residents, residential visitors and commuters).  
This is more than the statutory amount required for the dwellings. 

• Vehicle access is from Neerim Road with a double crossover provided for the loading 
dock and a double crossover for the accessway to the basement levels. 

• An undercroft plaza is located at the western end that will provide outdoor seating, 
landscaping and pedestrian connectivity to Murrumbeena Train Station. 

• The maximum height of the building is 32.3 metres.

PROCESS FOR CONSIDERATION OF THIS APPLICATION 
 
The application was lodged as a combined planning scheme amendment and planning 
permit application pursuant to Section 96A of the Planning and Environment Act 1987. The 
planning permit application was made under Clause 53.23 (Significant Residential 
Development with Affordable Housing) of the Glen Eira Planning Scheme. This clause was 
introduced into the planning scheme through Planning Scheme Amendment VC242 and 
accompanied Victoria’s Housing Statement. The State Government committed to ‘Good 
decisions, made faster’ as part of Victoria’s Housing Statement which included expanding 
the Development Facilitation Program (DFP). The DFP process requires an application to 
meet eligibility criteria or be declared by the Minister as a priority project to qualify for an 
accelerated assessment pathway. 
 
The application was lodged under Category 2 of Clause 53.23 as it is a partnership with the 
Level Crossing Removal Project (LXRP) and includes affordable housing. As the application 
meets the eligibility requirements of Clause 53.23 under Category 2 and it is recommended 
for accelerated assessment and determination under DFP (as outlined by DTP), the 
combined planning scheme amendment and planning permit application will be determined 
by the Minister or DTP under delegation. 
 
Under Clause 53.23-5 of the Scheme, Council and owners and occupiers may be notified of 
a development application but there are no review rights in this process (i.e. Neither Council 
or objectors can lodge a review at the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal). Under 
Section 96C of the Planning and Environment Act 1987, a planning authority (in this case the 
Minister for Planning) must give notice of a combined planning scheme amendment and 
planning permit application to Council, and owners and occupiers.  
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On 31 January 2025, Council received notification of the combined planning scheme 
amendment and planning permit application from DTP.  Unlike a normal application for 
planning permit where the Responsible Authority must consider all objections right up until it 
makes it decision, as part of a combined Planning Scheme Amendment and application for 
planning permit, the Minister is only required to consider any submission made within 30 
days of exhibition starting. Unfortunately, due to the timing of the public exhibition, Council 
Officers were not able to prepare a report and proposed submission for the February 
Ordinary Council meeting given reporting timeframes. Council’s submission was filed with 
DTP on 28 February 2025. 
 
WHAT HAS BEEN CONSIDERED IN THE SUBMISSION TO DTP 
 
As part of providing a written submission to DTP, Council Planning Officers undertook an 
assessment of the application against the relevant provisions of the Glen Eira Planning 
Scheme. This included consideration of the applicable planning policies for the 
Murrumbeena Neighbourhood Activity Centre and referral comments of other Council 
Departments (Transport Planning, Asset Engineering, Parks and Landscape Services, City 
Futures, Waste and Environmentally Sustainable Design).  The views of Councillors were 
also sought at a Council Assembly meeting held on 18 February 2025.  
 
The final submission (see Attachment 1) summarises this assessment and views of 
Councillors, noting that Council considers insufficient information has been provided to 
enable a comprehensive assessment by Council, affected people and ultimately DTP. For 
this reason, Council suggests that further consultation should be undertaken once that 
information is provided.  
 
Notwithstanding the above, Council recommends that the development should be reviewed 
to respond to the key concerns raised with respect to a number of concerns including the 
building height and car parking reduction. 
 
CLIMATE EMERGENCY RESPONSE STRATEGY IMPLICATIONS 
 
Climate emergency implications have been considered in the drafting of the attached 
submission. The application is generally considered to have a positive impact towards 
Council’s Our Climate Emergency Response Strategy 2021-2025 by meeting the current 
best practice performance objectives for stormwater quality as contained in the Urban 
Stormwater - Best Practice Environmental Management Guidelines (Victorian Stormwater 
Committee, 1999), subject to the recommendations detailed in the submission.

Introduction  
 
This submission is made by the Glen Eira City Council (Council) in response to the planning permit 
and planning scheme amendment application lodged under Section 96A of the Planning and 
Environment Act 1987 (the Act) and Clause 53.23 (Significant Residential Development with 
Affordable Housing) of the Glen Eira Planning Scheme (the Scheme) for the redevelopment of the 
land in Neerim Road formally known as Allotment 2012 East of Elsternwick, Parish of Prahan.  
The application seeks the construction of an eight storey mixed use development comprising 
dwellings and retail uses. The planning scheme amendment seeks to rezone the land to the 
Commercial 1 Zone.  
 
The proposal generally responds to the strategic context of the site and will make a significant 
contribution to housing (including affordable housing) within the municipality, subject to the 
recommendations outlined at the end of this submission. 
 
In making this submission, Council relies on the analysis and assessment set out in the following 
sections.  
 
Background 

 
Clause 53.23 (Significant Residential Development with Affordable Housing) 
 
The application has been submitted under Clause 53.23 of the Scheme. Under this provision, the 
applicant relies on Category 2, being: 

 

• The use or development of land for accommodation (other than camping and caravan park, 
group accommodation and residential hotel) will be:  
- carried out by or on behalf of, or jointly or in partnership with, the State of Victoria or a 

public authority; or 
- funded, or partly funded, by the State of Victoria or a public authority; or 
- carried out on Crown land. 

• At least 10% of the total number of dwellings in the development must be affordable 
housing, or alternatively this condition may be met via an alternative mechanism for the 
provision of affordable housing specified in the agreement under section 173 of the Act 
referred to in clause 53.23-4. 

 
Council understands that the applicant has a partnership with the Level Crossing Removal Project 
(LXRP) to develop the land and will deliver 10% affordable housing through a Section 173 
Agreement thus satisfying the pathway criteria for Category 2. 
 
Planning Scheme Amendment 
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Council understands that the Minister has accepted the planning scheme amendment as part of the 
planning permit application under the Development Facilitation Program (DFP). It is noted that it is 
not clear to Council whether the application meets the eligibility criteria ($50 million development 
with at least 10% affordable housing, investment certainty or a development component that can 
commence construction within 12 months of approval) under the DFP process or it has been 
declared as a priority project by the Minister.  
 
Submissions 
 
Built form 
 
The subject site is located within the Murrumbeena Neighbourhood Activity Centre and is in an area 
which is expected to accommodate change and see an increase in density.  The site is well 
positioned to deliver increased housing with excellent access to public transport and services.   
 
The cumulative bulk of the building has been broken up across the site by introducing elements of 
different materials and colours to respond to the existing finer grain character of buildings within 
Neerim Road.  These are effectively the “street wall heights” of the building with the wall heights 
tapering down to the east and west in response to the residential streetscape character (outside the 
centre) and single storey heritage shops.  Projecting balconies also add depth and visual interest 
which further contribute to breaking up the mass of the building.  A physical break has been 
introduced at Level 5 to break up the building across the site, with lighter materials introduced 
above the “street walls”.   
 
The appearance of the building when viewed from the south and elevated rail corridor has also 
been considered.  Projecting elevator and stairwell columns break up the mass and external 
walkways with metal work and mesh add a lighter touch to the building’s southern façade. 
Whilst an increased building height to that currently seen in the centre is expected given the 
surrounding context and emerging built form of the area, there is concern that at eight storeys the 
proposed building will unreasonably disrupt and dominate the centre in the medium to long term, 
which is excessive and unreasonable. 
 
Council recommends that further work is required to revise the height of the proposed 
development to more appropriately respond to the neighbourhood activity centre context. 
 
Under croft plaza concerns  
 
Council has concerns about the amount of solar access the under croft plaza will receive.  A plan 
demonstrating solar access to under croft plaza has not been provided so it is unclear how much 
solar access this space will receive.  Council recommends the undercroft plaza height be increased 
to provide better solar access for users of the plaza. 
 
It is noted that Member of Parliament for Oakleigh, Steve Dimopoulos, is on record (14 October 
2018) stating:  
 

Just a few words in relation to open space at Murrumbeena. I am on record stating that any 
development next to the train station must be in keeping with the surrounding neighbourhood 
on Neerim Road – that is no more than 3-4 stories, but with appropriate setbacks and 
conditions. 
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I believe that any development should incorporate some community focussed facilities and a 
major express style supermarket or boutique supermarket. In discussions with Glen Eira 
Council I have heard about the plan for some of the area at Murrumbeena to be converted to 
a town square or village space. It’s an exciting idea and I will continue to work with Glen Eira 
to make this location one that meets these objectives. 

 
Council agrees with the comments made by Minister Dimopoulos that any development of this site 
should accommodate a town square or village space. The pocket plaza as shown on the plans in 
Council’s view is more representative of a thoroughfare than a town square or village space as 
referred to by the Minister.   If this space is to be credited as public open space, significant 
improvements would need to be made to the design for Council to be supportive of this inclusion. 
 
Commercial viability of retail spaces 5 and 6 
 
Council has concerns regarding the commercial viability of retail spaces 5 and 6.  Due to the location 
of the basement ramp, the layout of these spaces is quite awkward which in turn will limit the 
commercial demand for these spaces. 
 
Amenity impacts 
 
The proposal does not result in any amenity impacts due to the subject site having no sensitive 
residential interfaces. 
 
Onsite amenity for future occupants 
 
Quality of the dwellings 
 
Council has not undertaken a Clause 58 Assessment.   As the Minister is the responsible authority, it 
is expected that an officer of DTP will undertake a full and rigorous assessment of this provision to 
ensure that the development complies with this provision of the Scheme. 
 
Communal areas 
 
The proposal provides three communal areas.  Council acknowledges that the communal outdoor 
area on Level 5 will receive good winter solar access and the communal areas on Level 7 will receive 
good solar access both internally and externally due to their orientations. 

   
Car parking reduction 
 
Council has concerns regarding the reduction in car parking.  A reduction of 90 spaces (49 spaces for 
the dwellings and 41 spaces for the supermarket/shop/food and drink premises) in conjunction with 
the loss of commuter and short term car parking (33 commuter spaces and 10 short term (2P) 
spaces) will have a significant impact on car parking demand within the Murrumbeena 
Neighbourhood Activity Centre.   The Traffic Engineering Assessment provided with the application 
has failed to include the loss of these car parking spaces in their assessment, it also fails to consider 
the associated impacts this has on the surrounding streets due to the loss of commuter car parking 
in conjunction with such a substantial car parking reduction.   
 
For this reason, Council considers the traffic engineering assessment submitted with the application 
deficient. Council and affected people have not been provided sufficient information to make an 
informed decision on their submissions. Further, DTP in their capacity as the Planning Authority for 
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this matter, has been provided insufficient information and is not able to properly assess the 
reduction in car parking sought by the application. Council submits that this must be resolved 
before determining the application.  
 
Notwithstanding, Council maintains that the car parking reduction is excessive and should not be 
supported due to the significant impacts this along with the removal of commuter parking will have 
on the Murrumbeena Activity Centre and surrounding residential street network. A possible 
solution to this that also helps resolve Council’s concerns with respect to the building height might 
be to make a significant reduction to the building height, thereby reducing the number of dwellings 
and associated car parking demand. 
 
Bicycle parking reduction 
 
The reduction of 14 bicycle spaces for visitor/shoppers is not considered acceptable as sustainable 
transport modes have been used to justify reduced car parking provisions.  For this reason, the 
required number of bicycle spaces should be provided on-site and these can easily be 
accommodated within the undercroft plaza and each of the arcades.  
Providing bicycling parking within the verge on Neerim Road is not supported as it is narrow and 
does not provide sufficient clearance to the footpath and on-street parking spaces. 
 
Rezoning of the land to Commercial 1 Zone 
 
Council supports the rezoning of the land to Commercial 1 Zone.  This is consistent with the current 
zoning on part of the site and the Murrumbeena Neighbourhood Activity Centre. 
 
Removal of commuter car parking 
 
The subject land where the proposed development will take place is currently available for public 
commuter car parking for 43 spaces. The removal of these spaces from public use, whether they 
were intended to be temporary or permanent, is likely to generate community interest. The 
Minister may wish to consider alternative commuter car parking options that can be provided 
within the precinct with these spaces being removed as a result of this development. 
 
Recommendations 
 
Design detail changes 
 
The proposed awnings should be continuous and cover the entire width/length of the footpath.  At 
present, they do not provide sufficient weather protection for pedestrians and there are large gaps 
in the coverage of the footpath. 
 
A service area should be provided on each level (located near the chute outlets) to accommodate 
smaller bins for the collection of organics and glass to encourage/promote best practice waste 
separation. 
 
Visitor/customer bicycle parking should be provided on site at ground level. 
 
Referral requirements 
 
Environmentally Sustainable Design 
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Council’s Sustainability Officer has identified missing information and discrepancies within the BESS 
Report and plans which require correcting to ensure that best practice is achieved.  These are 
outlined below: 
 

• ESD features and commitments to be shown on the plans 

• Management 
- Provide NatHERS ratings to demonstrate minimum 7 star energy ratings required by 

Nation Construction Code 2022 can be achieved and to comply with BESS Management 
Credit 2.2 Thermal Performance Rating 

• Integrated Water Management/Water 
- BESS Water Irrigation - Provide details on how garden beds will be watered and 

maintained. 
- BESS Water Washing machine – Unless washing machines are being provided, change 

to ‘Occupant to install’. 
- BESS Water 4.1 Building systems Water use reduction – Provide detailed information in 

the Sustainable Management Plan and on the plans on how this will be achieved for 
the fire testing safety system. Clearly note this on the plans. 

• Integrated Water Management (Stormwater) 
- STORM and WSUD - Include a note on the ground floor plan stating that the tank will 

collect rainwater from the proposed roof in m2 and will be connected to all toilets in 
each dwelling. 

- STORM - Provide water treatment measures for the balcony and roof terrace collection 
areas and a maintenance plan stating periodic actions, requirements and 
responsibilities. 

• Energy 
- The development must use the National Construction Code (NCC) 2022 requirements, 

not 2019 as listed in the Sustainable Management Plan.  The design will likely only 
require a few changes to materials (insulation, glazing) and HVAC equipment to achieve 
2022 standards. 

- BESS Energy NatHERS – Provide a full preliminary energy rating for each thermally 
unique dwelling that achieves a minimum of 7 stars required by NCC 2022. Providing 
NatHERS reports at the building approval stage is too late and costly to make changes 
to the design to achieve the 7 star minimum and the 7.5 star average that has been 
committed to. The development has 10% affordable housing so providing apartments 
that have lower utility bills and are more comfortable is essential. 

- BESS Energy Hot water – Clearly draw and label on the plans at the correct size all the 
heat pump hot water systems (tanks and pumps) for the residential and non-residential 
areas of the building. Ensure they are in a location where the noise won’t be an issue. 

- BESS Energy 3.1 Carpark Ventilation – The carpark cannot be fully naturally ventilated 
and has more than 40 car spaces so this credit is not applicable. Remove this credit. 

- BESS Energy Credit 3.4 Clothes drying - A shared clothes line is not acceptable for a 
development of 110 apartments.  To claim this credit provide adjustable clothes lines 
on each balcony and clearly draw and label this on the plans. Add a material to the 
balustrade that blocks the clothes from being seen from the street. If individual clothes 
lines cannot be provided this credit must be removed. 

- BESS Energy Façade – to claim this credit provide a NCC façade calculator report. 
- BESS Energy credit 3.6 and 3.7 lighting – clearly label on the plans the lighting 

commitments in BESS for residential and non-residential lighting. 
- BESS Energy Solar PV – is the angle of 30 degrees correct? Most panels are at a lower 

angle (around 10 degrees) to save on costs for the brackets. Please update the angle in 
BESS so the report is correct. 
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• IEQ 
- BESS IEQ 2.3 Ventilation – The elevations show the shops with no operable windows. 

Provide evidence to support that the non-residential areas are effectively naturally 
ventilated. 

- BESS IEQ Shading residential 
▪ It appears there is fixed shading to the top floor to the north facing glazing. 

Clearly label the shading on the plans. Provide a section and details of what it is 
constructed from. 

▪ Provide external adjustable blinds for the west facing glazed doors at a minimum 
and ideally to all west facing habitable room windows to all levels to reduce heat 
gain. Ensure the blinds meet all NCC requirements for combustion for fire safety.  
West facing glazing receives the most heat and external blinds are the most 
effective technique to reduce heat gain. 

- BESS IEQ Air quality – Clearly label the IEQ air quality commitments on the plans. 
Provide evidence that engineered wood will be used in the development. 

• Transport 
- BESS Transport 1.1 Bike parking 

▪ Provide wider sliding doors for easy access to the bike parking. Standard sized 
swing doors make bike and rider access far less convenient. 

▪ Provide bike storage that is not a two-tier system for bikes that have child seats, 
cargo bikes, trailers, etc. 

- BESS Credit Bicycle parking residential visitor – Clearly draw and label on the plans the 
22 visitor bike parks for visitors. 

- BESS Credit 1.3 Bicycle parking convenience residential – This credit cannot be claimed 
as the bike parking is located in basement level 2. 

- BESS 1.4 Bicycle parking non-residential – The number of bike parking spaces required 
by the planning scheme must be exceeded by 50% to claim this credit.  

- BESS 1.4 Bicycle parking non-residential - clearly draw and label on the plans the 
employee bike parking. It must be in a secure, undercover and easy to access location. 

- BESS Transport 2.1 Electric Vehicle Infrastructure - The SMP and BESS report claims 
electric vehicle infrastructure for at least 25% of car spaces. To claim this credit EV 
charging infrastructure must be clearly drawn and labelled on the plans. 

 

• Waste 
- There are too many waste collections per week.  Increase the number of bins so 

collections are limited to twice a week. 
- The chutes are acceptable for general waste and recycling, however having the FOGO 

and glass bins in the basement does not support resource recovery. 
- Redesign the waste area so there are 2 chutes and space for 2 bins for glass and FOGO 

on every level so all waste types are supported equally. 
- The number of bins for food waste for the supermarket seems to be grossly 

underestimated as food waste would be the most common waste item.  Provide more 
evidence the number of bins for FOGO will be adequate for all food waste to be 
collected for composting. 

- The WMP commits to a 660L charity bin. Clearly draw and label the bin in the ground 
floor hard waste room on the plans. 

• Urban Ecology 
- BESS Urban Ecology Credit 2.4 Private Open Space – the BESS report claims a tap and 

floor waste will be provided. These must be clearly drawn and labelled on the balconies 
and terraces. 
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- BESS Communal space – There appears to be no communal space for the non-
residential section of the development. Remove this credit or provide a communal area 
for all staff. The café outdoor area is not considered a communal area for the 
employees. 

 
Traffic 
 
The development should fully satisfy Clause 52.34 bicycle parking requirement for 
visitor/customers.  The visitor/customer bicycle parking should be provided onsite at ground level 
to ensure it can be conveniently accessed by visitors and customers. 
 
The proposed crossovers need to be shown as a splayed crossover, in accordance with Council’s 
splayed crossover standards drawing. 
 
The setback between the basement carpark gate and the property boundary is unclear and not 
dimensioned on the plans.  A minimum 6m setback must be provided to ensure vehicles can prop 
within the property boundary clear of the footpath whilst waiting for the gate to open. 
 
Waste 
 
Council’s Waste Officer has provided the following recommendations: 
 
Residential 
 

• Provide a service area on each level located near the chute outlets to accommodate smaller 
bins for the collection of organics and glass to encourage/promote best practice waste 
separation.  

• Amend the residential bin capacity to match the estimated weekly volume for the organics 
stream. 

• Amend the Waste Management Plan to reduce collection frequency from 3 x week to a 
maximum of 2 x week in line with Glen Eira Council Policy. Adjust bin numbers where 
necessary. 

 
Commercial 
 

• The waste generation rate applied for the supermarket is 5 times lower than the 
Sustainability Victoria rate.  Provide supporting documentation for the proposed waste 
generation rate for supermarket. 

• Add details in the Waste Management Plan describing the retail tenants’ pathway for 
transferring their waste from their tenancy and to the bin store. 

• Amend the Waste Management Plan to correct the bin lid colour for organics to light green. 
 
Parks and Landscape 
 
No objection to the removal of trees from the subject site. 
 
Support given for the removal of all street trees to enable the planting of larger canopy trees in line 
with Council’s Urban Forest Strategy. 
 
Any works that will encroach on the Tree Protection Zone of the Classified Tree (English Oak) are to 
be managed under a Council Canopy Tree Protection Local Law: 
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• A ‘Tree Works Permit’ will be required.  

• A tree management plan will need to be submitted to Council to demonstrate how the tree 
will be protected and managed during construction. 

• Council’s officers will also set out an inspection regime during construction to enable the 
application of the tree management plan, and the health of the tree to be monitored. 

 
Draft permit conditions 
 
Council is generally supportive of the conditions contained within the draft permit except for the 
following conditions: 
 
Condition 28 - Pocket Plaza section 173 agreement 
 
It is Council’s understanding that the purpose of this condition is to ensure public access 24 hours a 
day, 7 days a week to Murrumbeena Train Station which is State Government owned land 
(VicTrack).   For this reason, the Minister for Planning, as the ‘Responsible Authority’ should enter 
into the agreement to ensure access is provided, not Council. Council does not agree to be joined as 
a party to a Section 173 agreement.  
 
Condition 39 - Expiry 
 
Council objects to a three year start date for the development as the eligibility criteria for the 
Development Facilitation Program must include a development component that can commence 
construction within 12 months. 
 
Matters recommended to be included as conditions 
 
Council recommends the following draft conditions be amended: 
 
Condition 11 - Approved and endorsed plans – changes required 
 
The plans to be amended to show: 
 

• A continuous awning that covers the entire width and length of the footpath. 

• A service area on each level (located near the chute outlets) to accommodate smaller bins for 
the collection of organics and glass to encourage/promote best practice waste separation. 

• Fourteen visitor/customer bicycle parking spaces on the ground floor fully contained within 
the site boundaries. 

• The proposed crossovers as a splayed crossover, in accordance with Glen Eira City Council’s 
splayed crossover standards drawing. 

• A minimum 6m setback must be provided between the basement carpark gate and the 
property boundary to ensure vehicles can prop within the property boundary clear of the 
footpath whilst waiting for the gate to open. 

 
Condition 22 Waste Management Plan 
 
The Waste Management Plan amended to address the waste referral comments provided above. 
  
Condition 16 Environmentally Sustainable Design and Water Sensitive Urban Design 
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The plans and Sustainability Management Plan (including BESS Report) to be amended to address 
the ESD referral comments provided above. 
 
Council recommends the following condition be added: 
 
Public Realm Management Plan 
 
Before the development starts, a Public Realm Management Plan to the satisfaction of the 
Responsible Authority must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority.  When 
approved the plan will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.  The plan must be 
prepared by a suitably qualified urban design professional and must be drawn to scale and 
dimensioned.  The plan must include:  
 
(a) Plans, elevations, treatments and materials schedules prepared in conjunction with the 

responsible authority for the following public area: 
 
Neerim Road; 
 

(b) Description of proposed works, including proposed landscaping, surface treatments, street 
furniture (including signage, bins, seats, bicycle facilities, gates, fences and the like);  

(c) Details of any water sensitive urban design;  
(d) A plan defining the area the works are to be undertaken; and  
(e) Vehicle and pedestrian access arrangements including any signage or safety measures.  
 
Before the development is completed, the requirements of the endorsed Public Realm 
Management Plan must be carried out and completed to the satisfaction of the Responsible 
Authority. 
 
Conclusion 
 
Council considers that insufficient information has been provided to enable a comprehensive 
assessment by Council, affected people and ultimately DTP. For this reason, Council suggests that 
further consultation should be undertaken once that information is provided.  
 
Notwithstanding the above, Council recommends that the development should be reviewed to 
respond to the concerns raised with respect to the building height and car parking reduction.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

This report seeks Council endorsement for the submission of two motions to the Australian 
Local Government Association (ALGA) National General Assembly of Local Government 
(NGA) forum. The NGA is scheduled to run from 24 to 27 June 2025 at the National 
Convention Centre in Canberra. 

The theme for the 2025 NGA is ‘National Priorities Need Local Solutions’. ALGA is seeking 
motions that align with this theme and identify opportunities for councils to deliver local, 
place-based solutions that will help address national priorities. ALGA released a discussion 
paper ALGA NGA Discussion Paper 2025 which seeks councils to focus on opportunities to 
collaborate with the next Australian Government to deliver solutions that help them deliver 
on their vision for the future.  

The proposed motions call for the Australian Government to support local government in two 
issues that are critical to the Glen Eira community – community safety and wellbeing, and 
funding for urban flood mitigation and resilience.  

If endorsed the two motions will be submitted to ALGA by 31 March 2025 and Council will 
have the opportunity to advocate for the motions alongside 536 other councils across the 
country at the NGA in June 2025. 

RECOMMENDATION 

That Council endorses the following two motions for submission to the 2025 Australian Local 

Government Association National General Assembly:  

Motion one: Strengthening community services to enhance wellbeing, safety, and 

violence prevention 

That the National General Assembly calls on the Australian Government to strengthen 

and invest in community services by: 

1. Fostering community safety and social cohesion through dedicated funding 

streams and resources for local councils to implement evidence-based community 

safety initiatives that promote social cohesion and inclusivity. These initiatives may 

include infrastructure improvements (e.g. improved lighting, clear and effective 

signage, graffiti removal, safer pedestrian routes), delivery of events, community 

engagement programs, and anti-discrimination measures.

BACKGROUND 

Council is an active member of the local government sector’s peak bodies and associations, 
including ALGA. We submit motions which help shape the policies of these associations and 
advance Glen Eira’s advocacy priorities. 

ALGA’s annual NGAs are an opportunity to debate motions put by member councils. As 
ALGA is the national peak body, motions give a mandate for ALGA leadership and advocacy 
on issues of importance to the sector. This benefits Council by advancing our advocacy 
priorities and promoting the role of local government.  

ALGA provides a range of services to member associations and local councils throughout 
Australia, including representing local government on national bodies, developing policies, 
lobbying the Australian Government, providing information on national issues, and facilitating 
policy forums. These services aim to raise the profile of local government, address concerns, 
and ensure that local government perspectives are considered in national affairs. 
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Key motions carried 

Council’s participation in peak body meetings have provided opportunities to elevate Glen 

Eira’s priorities. Council has successfully moved motions at the ALGA National General 

Assembly (NGA), including: 

2024: Sustainable grants and infrastructure funding.  

2023: Social and affordable housing, recycling. 

Glen Eira did not submit any motions from 2018 to 2022. 

Achievements 

All of Glen Eira’s motions to peak bodies have received overwhelming support. This strong 

endorsement highlights the increasing role of Glen Eira in raising awareness of community 

and council issues and successfully placing them onto state and national policy agendas.  

Our active participation in engaging and networking, coupled with our efforts to strengthen 

other councils' motions through strategic amendments, has amplified our influence. By 

leveraging broader peak body advocacy channels, we've ensured that our voice resonates 

across the sector. 

ISSUES AND DISCUSSION 

The 31st NGA will follow the 2025 federal election and will focus on opportunities for 

councils to work with the next Australian Government to deliver local solutions that will help 

them deliver on their vision for the nation.  

ALGA have advised that motions for this year’s NGA should consider:  

• Any new practical programs or policy changes that can strengthen the system of local 

government nationally to provide the services and infrastructure required to support and 

strengthen our communities.  

• New program ideas that that would help the local government sector to deliver place-

based solutions to national priorities. 

• This year’s motions must focus on twelve priority areas: intergovernmental relations; 

financial sustainability; roads and infrastructure; emergency management; housing and 

homelessness; jobs and skills; community services; closing the gap and Aboriginal and 

Torres Strait Islander reconciliation; data, digital technology and cyber security; climate 

change and renewable energy; environment; or circular economy. 

ALGA has outlined its federal election priorities for 2025, urging for funding focused on five 

key areas: housing infrastructure, community infrastructure, safer local roads, emergency 

management, and climate change adaptation. These themes align with our two proposed 

motions, particularly for emergency management and climate change adaptation.  

ALGA recommends that these funds be distributed to all councils on a formula basis, similar 

to existing Financial Assistance Grants and Roads to Recovery funding. In addition to these 

funding priorities, ALGA has emphasised the importance of reversing the decline in federal 

funding to local governments over the past three decades. This decline has impacted the 

ability of councils to maintain essential community services and infrastructure.  

It is proposed that Council submits the following two motions to the NGA. Both motions align 

with the ALGA priorities and support Council’s strategic advocacy priorities:

g) partnering with councils to deliver sustainable, local programs that address 

the impacts of rising living costs and support climate action, with a particular 

focus on supporting the most vulnerable in our communities, and  

h) delivering increased funding to support homelessness services and 

prevention initiatives, ensuring individuals receive assistance before reaching 

crisis levels. 

Rationale for this motion: 

Whilst safety related data indicates that overall, Glen Eira is one of the safest municipalities, 

perceptions of safety are equally as important and are influenced by a range of factors such 

as global events, social factors and the disproportionate risk faced by different groups.  

In response to recent antisemitism and heightened safety concerns in and around the 

municipality, Council is prioritising community safety, crime prevention, social cohesion, and 

community strengthening. This motion serves as a platform for Councils to collaborate more 

effectively on these pressing issues and develop actionable strategies to enhance safety 

and well-being in their respective areas, as well as sector wide.  

The rise in antisemitic incidents and other forms of discrimination highlight the need for 

targeted safety measures to support vulnerable groups and build resilience across 

communities. 

Local governments need dedicated funding to deliver initiatives that improve safety and 

inclusivity in public spaces. Measures such as better lighting, clear signage, pedestrian-

friendly infrastructure, and anti-discrimination programs contribute to a sense of belonging 

and security, reducing crime and antisocial behaviour. 

Family violence remains a national crisis, requiring sustained investment in primary 

prevention programs, crisis support, and long-term recovery services such as housing, 

employment support, and legal assistance. Local governments are uniquely positioned to 

support these efforts through targeted community-based initiatives. 
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Rising living costs, challenges with climate action, increasing mental health challenges, and 

growing rates of homelessness demand a stronger, more collaborative approach to improve 

community wellbeing. Social cohesion is critical to the resilience, wellbeing, and safety of 

communities. It fosters a sense of belonging, participation, and connection, contributing to 

healthier, more resilient communities with lower crime rates. 

Local councils are central to creating safe, inclusive spaces for all residents. However, 

effective action requires a collaborative and well-resourced approach. ALGA advocacy will 

ensure councils across Victoria have the capacity and consistency to address safety 

challenges and promote social cohesion.

Rationale for this motion: 

With national disasters such as fires, floods and cyclones currently costing Australia $38bn a 

year, ALGA’s federal election advocacy calls on the Australian government to dedicate 

$900m per year in funding for councils “to improve mitigation and resilience and build their 

capacity and capability to respond to emergencies in our communities”. 

Extreme weather events, including floods, are increasing in both frequency and severity due 

to climate change. Many urban areas, particularly those experiencing rapid population 

growth, lack the necessary infrastructure to manage flood risks effectively. 

Local councils need enhanced capacity and resources to respond to extreme weather 

events effectively. Expanding federal support will enable local governments to implement 

best-practice flood resilience measures, protecting lives, property, and essential 

infrastructure. 

A National Urban Flood Resilience Strategy is needed to align federal, state, and local 

governments, ensuring a consistent and proactive approach to flood mitigation, infrastructure 

renewal, and long-term urban planning. 
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While the Australian Government’s Disaster Ready Fund is a welcome addition to disaster 

resilience funding, it has been significantly oversubscribed, demonstrating the urgent need 

for greater investment. In Victoria, the Australian Government has invested $63 million in the 

Disaster Ready Fund over the past two years. Of this, $18.7 million has been directed 

toward emergency preparedness and awareness projects, which include some urban 

councils; however, no grant funding has been specifically allocated for stormwater 

infrastructure upgrades in urban areas. 

Much of the stormwater infrastructure in urban municipalities has not received the necessary 

renewal investment and remains undersized for current and future climate conditions. In 

Glen Eira, for example, 48% of properties are at risk of significant flooding during major 

storms due to inadequate stormwater infrastructure. For example, the annual flood damage 

in the City of Glen Eira is currently estimated at $550,000 and is projected to exceed $1 

million per year by 2100 due to the increasing frequency and severity of extreme weather 

events. While Glen Eira City Council invests over $3 million annually in stormwater detention 

and drainage infrastructure, this remains inadequate without state and federal support. 

A specific funding stream for urban areas is critical for local governments to address 

significant challenges stemming from cost shifting and the increasing difficulty in delivering 

sustainable services long-term. Flood mitigation works in just one catchment area in Glen 

Eira have been assessed at $100 million, highlighting the need for urgent federal investment. 

We also need measures to support increasing urban density. Impermeable surfaces 

increase flood risks by reducing natural water infiltration. Nature-based solutions—such as 

green infrastructure, permeable surfaces, and sustainable drainage—enhance water 

absorption, easing pressure on drainage systems. Investing in these strategies improves 

flood resilience, supports biodiversity, and promotes sustainable urban water management. 

Investing in flood mitigation and resilience now will significantly reduce the social and 

economic costs of disasters in the future, safeguarding Australian communities against 

climate-driven weather extremes. 

If endorsed, the two motions will be submitted to ALGA for consideration by 31 March 2025. 

CLIMATE EMERGENCY RESPONSE STRATEGY IMPLICATIONS 

Advocating for funding for urban water infrastructure upgrades can positively impact 
Council’s climate emergency response strategy by investing in sustainable, robust 
infrastructure and modern equipment designed to assist Council’s commitment to Our 
Climate Emergency Response Strategy 2021—2025.  

By fostering community safety and social cohesion through improved infrastructure and 
programs, we recognise the importance of leveraging these efforts to address broader 
environmental challenges. By integrating energy-efficient lighting, sustainable materials, and 
pathways designed to encourage active transport, we aim to align this initiative with our 
climate objectives.  

FINANCIAL, RESOURCE, RISK AND ASSET MANAGEMENT IMPLICATIONS 

The proposed motion advocates for funding aimed at streamlining funding for council-
delivered services and infrastructure, with the potential to enhance our financial 
sustainability.

The NGA is an opportunity to advocate for several key policy and legislative reform priorities 
which are critical to deliver the commitments of Council strategies, policies, and programs 
particularly in the delivery of its:

• Advocacy Priorities 2024—2025.

Council will promote its participation at the June 2025 meeting via its social media channels, 
as well as a news feature in Glen Eira News. 

Council officers are in discussions with neighbouring councils to seek collaboration and 
support for our motions, as well as councils further afield with similar advocacy priorities, to 
build awareness and gain sector wide support.

At the meetings held in this reporting period, the key matters considered are summarised 
below: 

 
▪ Financial and Performance Reporting – the Committee monitored the 2024-25 

financial and performance reporting process including the impact of changes to the 
economic environment on Council’s financial position and Quarterly Services 
Performance Reporting updates. 

▪ Risk Management, Fraud, and Internal Control – the Committee received 
directorate and business unit risk reports at each meeting, in line with the rolling risk 
program, and provided information on how Council’s risk management framework is 
working in practice. Other updates included: Council’s IT / Digital Strategy, Cyber 
Security and Information Management, Operational Risks, Council’s Risk 
Management, Risk Appetite and Risk Management Plan, updates to the Strategic 
Risks and treatment plan and Council’s Risk Assurance Map and an update on the 
status of the Finance System Project. 

▪ Compliance – the Committee reviewed the results of the annual self-assessment of 
their performance and assessed the performance of Council’s internal auditors. Other 
compliance matters discussed included: Corporate Governance, Council Elections, 
Status of OH&S, Planning Enforcement Internal Audit Recommendations and  
Councillor expenses. 

▪ Internal Audit – Council’s internal auditors tabled the following audits in accordance 
with the 2024-25 Internal Audit Plan: Follow-up Review, Review of the management 
of Casual Employees and Payroll (including data analytics), Review of Fraud and 
Corruption Control Framework (AS8001-2021) (including awareness survey), Review 
of Compliance (Focus on Animal and Food Safety) and Special Project - Rostering 
and Award Interpretation (Warrawee Residential Aged Care). 

▪ External Audit – VAGO representatives briefed the Committee on sector 
developments and progress in planning for Council's 2024-25 external audit.
